Mr, Dearth is one of the most prominent American painters
of landscape with figures. He 1s a colorist of the highest order,
and his works usually show remarkable beauty of tone and
superbly rich and glowing color harmonies. His work is rep-
resented in most of the prominent collections in America, among
them The Metropolitan Museum of Art, The Brooklyn Museum,
The Detroit Museum of Art, The Albright Art Gallery, The
City Art Museum, St. Louis, and General Edmund Hayes.
