Lansyer and M. C. Kuwasseg.

1875—Offered for the first time at the Salon
of 'the Société des Artistes Frangais, a paint-
ing which he had signed G ol
1875—Married the daughter of the celebrated
academician Félix Ravaisson-Mollien.

M. J. Clavel, Mr. Iwill’s legal name, has been
forgotten, and he and his family all bear the
name of Iwill, adopted by the artist in 1875
when he signed his first painting submitted to
the Salon “I will,” in protest to the remon- '
strances of his father, his family, and friends
who had all united in their efforts to have the
young man enter upon a legislative career.
EuceNe GueniN, Lauréat i [Plnstitut de |
France, in his book “The Parisiens”’ (1894) at
the end of the interesting article on Mr. Iwill,
says:

“In terminating this article | see that I have
not spoken of the nationality of Iwill. Is he
English, as many think, 'or a Hollander?
Neither one nor the other. Clavel is French,
and, what is more, Parisien.”

““As to the pseudonym, Iwill, under which he is
to-day celebrated, there is a history and here it
is. Destined by his father to enter the adminis-
trative career, Clavel rebelled, feeling that his
whole heart was for Art. At first he worked
alone, then became student under Lugelet,
Carl Kuwasseg,’and Lansyer, and when he ex-
hibited his first canvas he proudly signed it
with the two English words, “I will,” which
afterwards became one word and his signature.”
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[ESLIE J. SKELTON, in BrusH AND PENCIL
(March, 1902) In an illustrated article “A
Famous French Artist, M. J. Iwill,” says:
«In 1875 he offered a picture without the
knowledge or consent of his family, under the
name of <1 will,” the only English words he
knew, for exhibition at the Salon of the Société
des Artistes Frangais. The picture was ac-
cepted by the jury and well hung. This
roved a very important event for him, for his
painting Jttracted much attention, as did also
the name with which he signed it, viz., <1 will.”
“The leading journals spoke of his work en-
thusiastically, and one of the most eminent
writers of the day, Edmond About, devoted a
whole page in praise of his methods, in an in-
fluential art review. So, much to his surprise,
the young painter found himself suddenly
famous.”
“|n explaining his choice of a name he says he
had always noticed that when an Englishman or
an American was determined to succeed he
usually said, ““1 will,” and being determined to
accomplish great things in his art he took for his
nom de brosse the English words, Ll
first the name was written as two distinct words,
but now is signed Iwill.”
